DREMA 2010 International Fair of Machines and Tools for Wood and Furniture Industries
FURNICA 2010 International Fair of Components for Furniture Production
Technologies of tomorrow have come to light
On 13-16 April 2010, Poznań hosted DREMA International Fair of Machines and Tools for Wood and Furniture Industries, a top event for different sectors of the woodworking and furniture industries in Central and Eastern Europe.

FURNICA International Fair of Components for Furniture Production was held concurrently with the Poznań-based DREMA. Both trade fair events attracted more than 800 exhibitors from 28 countries, who showcased state-of-the-art solutions from the world of technique, technology and components on the exhibition space of over 30,000 sq m. This year, the fairs were visited by 24,360 professionals from different sectors of the woodworking and furniture industries, which means a 16 per cent growth as compared with the previous year. 
“This dynamic increase in the number of visitors, with a large group of first-time visitors interested in investments, proves an upward market trend and a more stable economic situation”, said Hanna Ochnik–Pawłowska, DREMA and FURNICA Project Director. 
For fair visitors, free admission (following registration) and a free exhibitors’ catalogue in electronic version, along with free catering in Rest&Meet points, were clearly an asset. The modern formula of trade fairs is welcomed by fair exhibitors, as well.
A visit to Poznań was also an opportunity to find inspiration in interesting shows. The Live Furniture Factory was particularly interesting for furniture manufacturers who represent the upholstered furniture sector. This is a special presentation area that has for many years now combined the spheres of interest of visitors of DREMA and FURNICA International Fair of Components for Furniture Production, held concurrently. Full-scale machinery manufactured upholstered furniture with an arresting design using state-of-the-art technology and materials. This interesting, yet logistically challenging undertaking was supervised by the Department of Furniture Design of the Poznań University of Life Sciences. The Factory did more than just provide information about technological nuances. The project has integrated the community of students, the future staff of the furniture industry, as well.  

The 4th edition of POLWOOD Economic Forum of the Polish Wood and Furniture Industry, organised jointly by the Inwestor Publishing House and Międzynarodowe Targi Poznańskie, is one of key events of DREMA. Attracting representatives of leading woodworking plants and industry circles, the forum covers the woodworking and furniture sector. Its attendants saw prestigious award ceremonies: in the ‘investment in woodworking industry’ category the award went to the HOAMNI POLSKA SP. Z O.O. company from Karlino, whereas in the ‘investment in furniture industry” category the winner was the MEBEL RUST company from Dobrodzień. 

The sawmill sector is a meaningful part of the woodworking industry, and DREMA included events addressed to professionals representing it. These included seminars on „Modern methods of timber quality assessment for sawmill purposes” and „Woodworking industry 2010+. Round timber market and technical innovations for Polish sawmills”, where invited companies and partners from academic circles helped present the most interesting solutions to streamline production in small, medium and large sawmill companies. 
The editorial board of Lakiernictwo Przemysłowe, in collaboration with Międzynarodowe Targi Poznańskie, has prepared presentations of equipment for surface preparation and application of protective coating in furniture production. The Skills Boot Camp offered a wonderful opportunity to share experiences. In hall 4, a special zone was created, where manufacturers and distributors of surface pre-treatment equipment, varnishing and drying equipment, as well as paints and varnishes, presented their technologies on the space of 100 sq m.
A highlight of the 2010 fair edition was a competition and an exhibition organised by the Inwestor Publishing House and Międzynarodowe Targi Poznańskie. The „Conjured from Wood” competition aimed at promoting woodworking professions was attended by high school and university students. This year, the winner was Paweł Gozdyra from the Basic Vocational School in Garbatka Letnisko for his headphones made of wood. A full list of winners is available at www.wyczarowanezdrewna.pl. 
Poznań-based DREMA and FURNICA are a recognised source of information about new products in this part of Europe and an essential indicator of the current market situation. Every year, they attract companies that are leading suppliers for different sectors of the woodworking and furniture production industries. Opinions collected during the trade fairs, both from exhibitors and visitors, have confirmed that the international position of DREMA and FURNICA remains strong.
